VFW Action Corps Weekly stated that the house Veteransô Affairs Committee held hearings to con-
sider H.R. 3495, Improve well-being for Veterans Act. The bill passed the committee and can now be 
voted on by the full House of Representatives. H.R. 3495 creates a three-year pilot program that 
would offer grants to community providers who offer services that target factors that contribute to sui-
cide such as financial stress, relationship, stress, readjustments and community integration issues, 
housing insecurity, and others. The goal is to reach the two-thirds of veterans who commit suicide 
and have not utilized VA prior to their suicides.
